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MOMENT OF SILENCE AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
There was a brief moment of silence. The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor Kevin Braker.
ROLL CALL 
On roll call were Trustee Mike Smith, Trustee Curt Leman, Trustee Ken Hodel and Trustee Wayne Blunier.  Mayor Kevin Braker was also present. Trustees Jerry Hasler and Eldon Witzig were absent. 
WATERWORKS AND SEWERS  
SUMMARY OF MEETING – Trustee Blunier reported some details of the Waterworks Committee meeting which discussed needs as the Water Plant Project progresses. Some of the items discussed were layout of the site, building size, exterior finish and type of funding needed to finance the project. There was also discussion about placement of the generator whether it be inside or outside of the building and the type of fuel to be used. Mayor Braker thought the generator could be outside. Trustee Smith was in favor of using diesel fuel. 
WATER PLANT FINANCING OPTIONS – Trustee Blunier would like to see a decision made on the type of funding for the Water Plant Project at the next meeting. The options are to go with a local bank or use EPA funding. Trustee Smith and Trustee Hodel were in favor of using a local bank. EPA funding would require additional steps and paperwork. 
FINANCE AND APPROPRIATIONS

FY17 BUDGET –   Trustee Smith provided figures for the ambulance budget. Trustee Blunier gave the numbers for the administrative budget of revenues and expenses.    
REIMBURSEMENT TO AMBULANCE PERSONNEL – Trustee Blunier motioned to reimburse Conan Carroll and Ben Frerichs $80 each for an International Trauma Life Support course; Trustee Hodel seconded. Chief Frerichs explained this course as being one required for the ambulance service to run as ILS.

STREETS, ALLEYS AND ORDINANCES 

ORDINANCE 10-3-6 C – Trustee Leman informed the board that there is a resident who would like to address the board about raising backyard chickens. Kayla Shute introduced herself and passed out pamphlets related to raising chickens. Shute would like to see the ordinance changed to allow backyard chickens in village limits. Shute produced information explaining the benefits of raising chickens. Shute has signed petitions in favor of this move. Mayor Braker relayed concerns from other residents that the chickens would attract predators to town. Dave Haney spoke of living in the country and raising chickens himself and stated if the predators want to get to the chickens, they will not give up. Mayor Braker explained to Shute this will be discussed more among the board members to get their thoughts as well as the other people in town. Trustee Smith commented on the lack of enforcement staff of the village if someone’s chickens would become problematic.    
OLD BUSINESS
   
Trustee Hodel noticed some equipment out by the well site indicating the project had started. 

Trustee Hodel reported on the community center. The committee is proceeding with buying the land from the Roanoke Farmers Association.  

NEW BUSINESS
Mr. Crow contacted Village Hall about a retaining wall on his property that is falling. Trustee Leman relayed to Mr. Crow it would be his responsibility to repair the wall since a previous homeowner originally installed it.
Trustee Smith would like to see funding for the water plant take place sooner rather than later.
