Sargeant Geick responded by saying the main road close to Dollar General is a racetrack and the intent is to stop speeders. April also asked for an explanation for the 235 calls for the month along with a couple of other questions to which Sargeant Geick provided responses. Trustee Wacker expressed thanks to Sargeant Geick for patrolling in the area of Roanoke Motors and Trustee Keigher expressed his thanks for patrol by the school. Mayor Ratliffe informed April that he would be happy to get her questions and submit them to the officer, but Public Input is not meant to be a question-and-answer forum. 

Trustee Keigher made comments about the mention at the last meeting of an ex-trustee of how the Village Board is not for Roanoke and the person and Roanoke has not been represented in a way that they deserve. Trustee Keigher made favorable compliments to every trustee and the mayor about the job they are doing and how they go above and beyond and provided specifics. Mayor Ratliffe echoed the comments regarding Trustee Keigher’s efforts and participation. 

LIQUOR COMMISSION

WATERWORKS AND SEWERS

Illinois Rural Water was in town last week to investigate water leaks and found nothing.  Trustee Monge speculated the lost water might be problems originating from the meter pit and the electrical issues possibly causing figures to be inaccurate. The leaks will be further investigated. 

SEWER TAP AT 500 N. MAIN STREET – Mayor Ratliffe provided details of a situation involving Dan Maher’s new building placed on a vacant lot which was used by a car dealership in the past and had no sewer tap because it wasn’t needed at the time.  Mr. Maher incurred expenses to install sewer to the building when it should have been installed by the Village since every other property in town would be provided access to the sewer.  Mr. Maher is asking for some reimbursement.  Trustee Monge suggested a total of $5,097.50 for reimbursement, which is roughly half of the total expenses. Mayor Ratliffe noted the Village got a break on this since it would have been the Village’s responsibility originally.  All trustees agreed on the amount. 
Trustee Monge discussed details of the liability insurance and workmen’s compensation policy that is due to be renewed, specifically items that could be adjusted within the policy and would save the Village money. Trustee Monge mentioned some of the coverages that could be revised and suggested reductions in coverage on some Village property such as old Village Hall. Trustee Keigher asked if there was coverage for the meter pit that had malfunctioned and stated he feels some of the values could be lowered. Trustee Monge will look into it. Mayor Ratliffe suggested getting fast figures for savings this time and then to dive into it more closely in the future since the deadline is soon. 
REPAIR TO TRANSDUCER – Trustee Monge motioned to repair a pressure transducer for the water plant at a cost of $6,700.00; Trustee Wacker seconded. Trustee Monge mentioned he brought this up at a previous meeting.
