CREEK CLEANING – Mike Amigoni of Amigoni Construction submitted a proposal to clean the creek from Green Street to 116 where a buildup of debris is preventing the flow of water. This will be budgeted for FY27.  Mayor Ratliffe asked if the Department of Transportation may be willing to help with the expense. 
REQUEST FOR CAR SHOW – Tom Baker of Midwest Classic Cars made a request to hold a car show on Main Street on May 17th.  Mr. Baker will need to submit a certificate of liability insurance and a hold harmless agreement. The board agreed to allow the car show. 

MOTION ON TABLE - Trustee Wacker motioned to lay the subject of fireworks on the table; Trustee Monge seconded.

Trustee Wacker determined the expense for the fireworks show at $25,000 did not have to be bid and is in favor of the proposal from J & M Displays.  Trustee Keigher weighed in by saying he felt Pyrotecnico seemed more professional with their procedures, described some of the details of how a show can be displayed and expressed concern with the amount of money being spent. Trustee Keigher also felt more quotes should have been sought. Mayor Ratliffe mentioned that seeking additional quotes is good business even if the amount is under $25,000. Trustee Wacker distributed the documentation showing the quote from J & M Display and passed his phone to the board members so they could view the quote from Pyrotecnico. Riley of Pyrotecnico attended via Zoom and answered questions presented by the board members regarding specifics of certain shells and the count of those shells. Trustee Keigher asked Riley to provide information about the company. Mayor Ratliffe stated he feels all of the board members want the best show for Roanoke. Trustee Monge expressed concern about the timing if a decision wasn’t made tonight and provided some figures he calculated when comparing the number of shots in both quotes. 
FIREWORKS – Trustee Wacker motioned to accept a proposal of $25,000 from J & M Displays for a fireworks show on July 3rd; Trustee Monge seconded.

LOCAL AND INDUSTRIAL IMPROVEMENTS
UPDATE ON MEETING WITH IDNR – Trustee Scarbeary informed the board that there are a lot of things the Village could be doing to abide by the Village’s floodplain ordinance according to the representatives of the IDNR who were at the meeting on February 27th.  One of the requirements when living in the floodplain is a restriction of improvements on the house. Mayor Ratliffe noted the Village wasn’t aware of some of these requirements until they were brought to the Village’s attention. Trustee Scarbeary pointed out that the funds involved in the current round of buyouts can be transferred to another property if the owners involved currently do not plan to participate. 
JULY 4TH EXPENSES - Trustee Keigher relayed details of quotes for vendors and other items for the July 4th festivities.  Matt Gastman has offered to sponsor some of the event. Mayor Ratliffe expressed hesitance because of the total of the expenses for this event and encouraged the board members to reach out to business owners for help with cost. Trustee Keigher has reached out to several business owners to request donations. Trustee Neukomm suggested raising funds to help with paying for the festivities such as raffles. 
OLD BUSINESS
Mayor Ratliffe updated the board members on the status of Seventh Street with regard to the recent proposal between the Village and Township for a jurisdictional transfer to the Township.  A question was posed as to whether the proposal included the south part of Seventh Street.  Mayor Ratliffe asked the board for a consensus to allow the Township to take over jurisdiction of Seventh Street to which the board members agreed. Mayor Ratliffe will contact the attorney. 
Mayor Ratliffe provided an update on the meeting with the IEPA regarding the Wastewater Treatment Plant compliance.  The loan has been approved for rehabilitating the lagoon which includes sewer lining.
