OLD BUSINESS
Trustee Hasler asked if the part-time employee will be available to mow grass over the summer at properties whose owner does not mow on a regular basis. Trustee Keigher asked if a sub-contractor could be instructed to mow the properties. There was discussion about other properties in town that have tall grass. Mayor Ratliffe touched on the process of abating the nuisance and putting a lien on the property. 
Jeff Tibbs informed Trustee Wacker of another bid submitted from Amigoni Construction for additional creek cleaning at a cost of about $6,000.00. 
Mayor Ratliffe was informed by Scott Brunton about an upcoming judgement related to the lagoon violation. The loan should be approved in July regarding compliance.
Trustee Keigher stated the board did the right thing for the Village regarding the cessation of the recycling service which was costing the Village almost $25,000 per year and was being used by out-of-town individuals. Trustee Wacker mentioned someone has deposited something at the location and will be fined. Mayor Ratliffe has received several calls from residents about this service and wants to inform everyone that curbside recycling was investigated and was deemed to be expensive. 
There was a second workday at the Jumbo Park over the weekend. 
NEW BUSINESS
Trustee Hasler mentioned that the tires on the backhoe are in bad shape.  Jeff Tibbs added it is a safety issue at this point. The cost will be about $3,500.00. Mayor Ratliffe directed Tibbs to park the backhoe until it got repaired. Trustee Wacker presented an idea of trading the backhoe in every few years to avoid paying for maintenance.  Most of the board members agreed to allow Jeff Tibbs to get prices on tires. 
Trustee Keigher reminded everyone of the events taking place on July 3rd and 4th. 
Mayor Ratliffe pointed out there is a leak in the ceiling in the board room.  Trustee Wacker will call Roanoke Plumbing.
